principal and interest on the same; and fixing other details of the issue. Hammons
seconded.

Building Bonds of 2024 as “Qualified Tax-Exempt Obligations” pursuant to Section
265(b)(3)(B) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. Hammons seconded. Vote: Taylor-
yes, Hammons-yes and McClung-yes.
